Thank you for your entry. There are 13 teams competing, two more than last year.  The match will take place at Bisley on Saturday 18th June, starting promptly at 2 p.m.  The shoot will be on Century at 300 and 500 yards. 

Please remember that you need to arrange for butt markers. If you are providing your own markers they should check in at the Range Office to collect spotting discs and patches before proceeding to the butts. The Range Office will have a copy of this document. 

Rules are as for the 2007 Ashburton except as follows:


(a)
300 and 500 yards ONLY.

Ammunition will be issued at the 600 yard point near target number 19 from about 1.30 p.m., to be collected by Masters i/c. Other ammunition may not be used.

Anyone may coach.

You are reminded that sighters are convertible, and that the dress is UNIFORM.

Four important points:

Masters in charge are reminded that it is their responsibility to ensure that rifles are cleared before leaving the Firing Point.  Register Keepers and Coaches MUST be briefed to check rifles are clear and also that either flags are inserted, or bolts removed, before the rifle leaves the firing point.

When arriving at 300 yards, and also when falling back to 500 yards, NO kit of ANY sort is to be placed on the firing point before the Range Conducting Officer has given permission.

Please brief your firers and register keepers as to the correct method of claiming converted sighters and indicating them on the scoresheet, as clearly laid down in the Bisley Bible.

Register keepers sometimes persist in recording V-bulls as 5.1.  This is incorrect - please brief your register keepers to use a V (last year was the first time no 5.1's appeared - thankyou).

We have to finish by 5.30 p.m, so the 90 minutes per range will be strictly applied.  Prizes will be distributed on the firing-point as soon as possible after the completion of shooting.

Peter Turner has kindly offered to be RCO once again. Jon Underwood, bronze medal winner at the Mumbai Commonwealth Games, has kindly agreed to present the prizes.
