The 29th Clayton Challenge will take place at Bisley on Saturday 28th April 2012, starting at 2p.m.   We have reverted to the early slot, on the same weekend as the Purples Match.

The shoot will be on Century at 300 and 500 yards.

The shoot is for an VIII only from a CCF or open cadet unit, but a second team may be entered and will be accepted subject to range space. By arrangement between schools a ‘combined‘ team may shoot alongside, with individuals eligible for the Mick Nash Trophy.

Rules are as for the 2008 Ashburton except as follows:


(a)
Anyone may coach.


(b)
Only two ranges, as above.


(c)
Open units from the SCC, ACF or ATC may participate.


Please note that this means that unmodified uniform is to be worn, and that shooting jackets are not permitted.

CCRS have confirmed that they will let me have MoD issue 155 grain 7.62 mm ammunition for this competition, and I am most grateful for them for their help in this matter.  I will confirm distribution arrangements with the target allocation instructions.

Teams are required to make their own arrangements regarding markers, either your own or booked through the NRA Range Office. Please indicate on the entry form what you plan to do.

We should finish by about 5.30 p.m.  Prizes will be distributed on the firing point as soon as possible after completion of shooting. 

The Clayton Challenge Trophy will be presented to the winning school or unit, along with a small trophy they may keep.  In addition, there will be the Mick Nash Tankard for the individual best shot.  There also will be medals, usually for the best three teams and the best four individuals, depending on entry.

Cost per team, including targets and prizes but NOT markers, is £54, as there has been a big increase in NRA charges.  I would be grateful for a cheque for this amount payable to "The Clayton Challenge", with your entry, which should be sent to the above address along with two SAE‘s, please (unless you wish to have email notifications). My regrets to those schools attempting to go all electronic, but I need cheques to confirm entries.

I would be most grateful if you could let me know as soon as possible whether or not you wish to join us this year. We can only run about 16 targets at the most, so priority will be given in order of receipt of cheques! 

Entries close on Friday 13th April 2012, but given the targets available, the earlier I receive them the better.
